if the glass at the time of handover was undamaged and free from any defects.

Safety Matters .

ALWAYS :

= Check there is no electrical wires or hoses before you drill or mount anything.
= Wear safety glasses and gloves when handling chemicals, silicone or such.
= Work in a safe manner & comply with OHS requirements.
= Enter the shower slowly with care to avoid slipping, open & close
the shower door gently to avoid any potential damage or injury.

DO NOT:

= Stand on the shower screen package or any other objects or fixings. It could cause injury or physical harm.
= Rest or place the glass panels on hard surfaces like tiles, concrete, other glass panels or metal surfaces.

= Cushion the edges with cardboard, soft timber or rubber mat.

= Impact or scratch the glass panels with any sharp metallic objects or tools.

= Allow children to use the shower alone or to play i n the shower to prevent any injury.

= Use shower within 24 hours before the silicone fully dry.
